To the Parent/Guardian of John/Jane Doe (juveniles): 

Your child may have told you that the Library has verbally banned their presence for six months from this date.  Further, your child may be one of several who were banned earlier this year.  So rather than perpetuate an obvious problem, we will allow your child admittance to the library if you and the child will meet with me and the Children’s Librarian first. 

Allow me to explain how this has come about.  Your child(ren) have been coming to the library as part of a larger group of children.  These children have been given copies of our Behavior Policy and have been asked many times to comply.  Because they choose to group together and we do not know the individuals in the group, we are unable to identify specifically which children are instigating the problems.  The problem behavior includes bad language, rough-housing, noise, disrespect to the library staff, and harassment of other juvenile patrons, among other things. 

I believe that the only way to resolve the issue is to invite the parents to help.  

I have enclosed a copy of our Behavior Policy.  We would like your child to use the Library, but it must be in an appropriate way.  

I do hope that you will call to arrange a visit with me so that your child can use the Library during the coming school year.  The phone number is 944-6412.
