Background Information:
The Nonprofit Congress is an unprecedented initiative to unite nonprofits and strengthen the charitable sector.  Created by the National Council of Nonprofit Associations (NCNA) and the DC Central Kitchen, the Nonprofit Congress provides a forum to identify the values that all nonprofits share; to develop a vision and priorities for the nonprofit sector; and to exercise a collective voice.

At the first National Nonprofit Congress in 2006, nearly 400 nonprofit delegates from around the country descended on Washington, DC to unite nonprofits and strengthen the charitable sector through vision leadership and values.  PANO and Pennsylvania’s Delegates continue to promote the guiding principles from the Congress.  PANO hosted a town hall meeting at its Annual Membership Conference on June 21.

On April 17, 2008, PANO will host the first Pennsylvania Nonprofit Congress on the floor of the Pennsylvania House of Representatives.  Delegates from charities throughout the Commonwealth will descend on Harrisburg to discuss the issues that impact the sector, and identify ways to work together to achieve lasting results in Pennsylvania.  Information collected here will help guide the next National Nonprofit Congress (June 2-4 of 2008) in Washington, DC.
